These prices are exclusive of VAT and remain the same as last year. 

In view of the serious outbreak of BTV8 in the sec-
ond half of 2008, we would strongly recommend 
that you vaccinate all susceptible livestock this 
year despite the fact that no active circulation of 
virus was detected in the UK in 2008 (all virus 
positive cases were imported). 
 
This season we are able to vaccinate before turn-
out but planning is required as Bluetongue vac-
cines must be given at least two weeks before or 
after any other vaccine e.g. Leptavoid or Hepta-
vac. 
 
The French and the Scots have advised that vac-
cination should be completed by 30th April, as the 
high risk period is certainly later in the year. 
 

Early lambs and fatstock that are going to be killed 
before the end of June are the lowest risk animals 
and probably do not need to be vaccinated, how-
ever all other cattle and sheep will need to be vac-
cinated.   
 
We do not anticipate any problems in supply of the 
vaccine this year and there are now three Blue-
tongue vaccines on the market (only two can be 
used on sheep). 
 
Significantly, one of the products (Zulvac) can be 
given intramuscularly to cattle, making the proce-
dure quicker and easier.  Please note that this 
product  can only be given to calves over ten 
weeks of age.
